 2nd June 2020

Dear Parents/Carers,  

As you will be aware, the Government have stated that schools need to start bringing more children back 

into school from Monday 1st June. The Government will make the final decision on whether to open schools 

more widely when it reviews the latest science, including transmission rates, on 28th May.  

The Headteachers from all of our four primary schools across the Trust have worked together to plan how 

best to do this and have put the health and safety of all our children and staff at the centre of our 

discussions.  

In agreeing the plan, we are closely following all DfE guidelines and national safety guidance.

 As leaders, we are responsible for making the right decisions for our schools 

 We want to get children back into school because we know it is not only the best place for them to 

learn, but it is also better for their well-being in general 

 We want to support parents to be able to return to work following what, for many in our community, will 

have been a stressful time financially 

 We know that children at the very beginning of their school career make great strides in their learning 

and that they are most likely to experience a more detrimental impact to their learning during this time 

spent out of education 

 

However, by bringing all the year groups back together on the same day we would be bringing hundreds of 

families onto the school premises at the same time. Since we do not feel this is a safe and sensible thing to 

do, we have agreed a phased re-opening, which allows us to increase the number of children in school in a 

controlled way, giving ourselves the time to monitor our ability to manage all the Health and Safety 

requirements before increasing the number of children.   
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The table below shows our planned approach for a phased return to school for Reception, Y1 and Y6. 

Children will be expected to return to school on a full time basis. However, school opening and pick up 

times will be staggered.

Only open for school staff to ensure all health and 
safety is in place for children’s return.

What this means for your child? 

- If your child is in year 1, they should come to school from Tuesday 2nd June.  
- If your child is in Reception and Year 6, they should come to school from Monday 8th June.  
- If your child is in years 2, 3, 4 or 5, they should remain at home until further recommendations from 

the Government. Home learning will continue for your children.  
 

Safety Measures 

The school takes the safety of your children and the safety of our staff very seriously. Over the past few 

weeks we have all been working very hard to carry out detailed risk assessments and put in place all 

possible measures to ensure everyone’s safe return to school and school based learning. 

In school we have planned and prepared the following: 

In the Classroom 

- Reduce class sizes to a maximum of 15 pupils to ensure social distancing can take place.  
This may mean that your child is not taught by their usual class teacher or teaching assistant. 

- Each new class will be seen as a protective bubble and will not mix with any other pupils or staff in 
the school. 

- Within Y1 and Y6 children will be sat in their own seat and be given their own equipment to use.  
- Reception children will work in mini bubbles within the class and will play/learn with only a few 

children at any one time. All Reception equipment will be removed and disinfected after use. 
- All classroom equipment used will be thoroughly cleaned at the end of each day. 
- Each class has their own supply of disinfectant and all surface will be cleaned throughout the day. 

 

 

 

 



 
 

 
 

 

 

Movement Around School 

- Movement around school will be limited and classes/bubbles will be timetabled to ensure only one 
bubble accesses outdoor space at any one time. 

- Each bubble will be allocated an outdoor learning space and encouraged to use this for both play 
and outdoor learning.  

- All communal areas such as corridors have been adapted to show the 2-metre rule. 
 

Lunchtime 

- Each bubble will have an allocated outdoor play time. This will be supervised to ensure children stay 
apart and play safely. 

- Children who select a school lunch will be provided with a packed lunch. This will be delivered to 
their classroom. 

- All lunches will be eaten at the child’s individual desk or space in the classroom.  
 

In order for us to ensure social distancing is effective in school and around school we need to work in 

partnership with you and we ask that you follow our expectations for drop off, pick up and your travel 

arrangements to and from school. In order the ‘bubble system’ to work effectively – lateness will not be 

tolerated – if your child is late they will not be able to attend on that day. 

Drop Off  

- The school gates will be open from 8:45 – 9.00 for drop off, you will be allocated either the Palmers 
Lane or Pitfield Way gate. 

- A member of the Senior Leadership Team will be standing on each gate to support with social 
distancing and direct your child to their classroom.  

- Only one parent should drop their child off at school – please leave siblings at home wherever 
possible 

- Parents walking to school must respect social distancing and stand 2 metres apart. Some marking 
around school will support with this. 

- On your travel to school you MUST NOT meet up with other families. 
- You must bring your own child and stay 2 metres apart. 
- You will be asked to drop off your child at any gate and not to enter the playground. Staff will direct 

your children into the building. 
 

Pick Up 

- You are all asked to enter the school through the Palmers Lane gate. 
- Only one parent should collect their child from school – please leave siblings at home wherever 

possible 
- Please respect social distancing and be prepared to wait until you are asked to enter the 

playground. 
- All parents will collect their children from the main playground at 3.15pm 
- Your child will be called and you will exit through the Pitfield Way gate.

Clearly this a very difficult time for everyone and you will be wrestling with the decision as to whether you 

send your child back to school or to continue with home learning. I hope that this letter has reassured you 

that the school is talking all possible measures to ensure the school is as safe as possible for the children 

and staff to return in June. Please note that attendance is not compulsory and the government says parents 

will not be fined if you chose not to send your child to school. 

Key Worker 

If you are a key worker and your child is not in YR,Y1 or Y6 they will still be able to attend school. Enfield 

Heights Academy will be open from 1st June for key worker children and your child should attend if you 

require it. Children will be placed in a key worker bubble and will be allocated a teacher and teaching 

assistant.  

If you chose not to send your child back to school you must continue with the home learning that will be 

provided through DB Primary. If you change your mind and want your child to come back at a later point 

you will need to inform the school office. Please be aware that your child will not start immediately as the 

school will need to make arrangements for their safe re-entry into school.
