Outdoor Coats

Caps and winter hats should be burgundy and have the school logo.

Sunhats or any headwear that does not have the school logo must be plain grey, black or burgundy.

School Bags
All children require an Academy book bag bearing the school logo, which can also be obtained from

Smiths Schoolwear.

Jewellery
Just a reminder that the school has a no jewellery policy unless it is of religious significance. Jewellery

cannot be worn in PE lessons.
The only earnings allowed in school are small stud earrings, and children must be able to take these out
and put them back in by themselves on PE days.
