Children will learn to:

English 
Reading:  
In whole class reading, children, will be exploring a variety of text types designed to 
capture their interest and develop their comprehension ability.  
Writing: 
Fiction: Children will orally retell the story Supertato. They will use a 
five-part story technique and use sentence starters to retell the story. 
Non-Fiction: Children will write a newspaper report about the Evil Pea 
visiting EHA. 
Poetry: Children will experiment with poetic language and 
understanding how to apply fruit and vegetable vocabulary to shape poems

Children will be learning about

Physical Education
